Who is the standard ideal figure?

The standard ideal figure is a composite figure; her silhouette can change according to the
fashion. She is considered “ideal” only when her measurements satisfy a majority of consumers.
Technicians need her dimensions for patternmaking and fitting; designers need her silhouette for
creating new designs; manufacturers need her for showings; models need to have her dimensions
to be hired and consumers need her for their representation.

Even though her dimensions vary, she has standards. She is symmetrical, with the upright
stance and aesthetically pleasing body proportions, with a ratio of 10 to 12 %-inch differences
among bust, waist, and hips. These standards are based strictly on Western concepts of what is
ideal. There will never be a universally acceptable standard because of the variety of anatomical
figure types. Other countries set their own standards based on their own regional concepts of the
ideal figure.

Some manufacturers prefer not to use standardized measurements. They want the
flexibility to change measurements quickly to suit customer needs. Increasing world trade has
created a need for a central database that contains regional measurements for non-Western
trading partners. Computer technology may ultimately provide ready access to such information.

Do perfect ration measurements mean perfect proportions? Not necessary so. Flesh
distribution around the skeletal frame must be considered — for example, large back and small
bust; large bust and small back; wide, flat front waist; and rounded back waist and so on.

Forms are sometimes imperfect, with measurements not always equal on each side of
the center. Check the side seams if necessary. The shoulder line may be misplaced, causing a
sleeve to hang out of alignment. (This problem is corrected at the time of the fitting.)

Drafting depends on measurements taken from a form or model. Measurements must be
taken carefully to avoid fitting problems.

A form — an exterior appearance of the object that can be presented as a draft
or drawing. In light industry a model initially is created if the form of a drawing or
verbal description. A form here is a volumetric-spatial structure of the garment
worn by a person.

Graphic characteristic of a model reveals only a general artistic idea that is
why technical sketch is created. It should reflect the elements of the surface of the
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form (darts, pockets, reliefs). Sculptural representation of the form is made from
fabric and gives an exact image of the form, but it is time-consuming. Verbal
characteristic — a verbal description of the form. The form can be compared with
geometric shapes or objects (rectangle, trapeze, oval). Composite method of
description is based on graphic and verbal types.

A form can be divided into two groups:

1) Simple forms — the forms that consist of single part (undershirt).

2) Complex forms — the forms that consist of several parts that can be
of the following types:

a) Main (functional) parts — basic parts of the garment.

b) Additional parts — optional parts of the garment (for example, a
collar of a dress).

C) Decorative parts — optional parts that are used to decorate the
garment.

A form can have the following dimensions (sizes):

1) External dimensions — numeric values which characterize the form in
general.

2) Internal dimensions — external dimensions reduced by the width of
model layers (lining, interlining).This difference is reflected by the allowances
(margins). The most widespread allowances are on the following lines: shoulders,
bust, waist, crotch, and bottom. Depending on the size of the allowances, the forms
can be tight-fitting, loose fitting (4-8 cm), regular (2-4 cm).

The surface of the form can be smooth, relief and combined. Relief surfaces
are uneven, in other words, the fabric is paced in the form of folds, draping, etc. A
fold (pleat) — a bended portion of material. Folds can be:

a) single or group,

b)  free or fixed,

c) unilateral, bilateral and fan

Elements of Garment Design

In creating a design one of the components that interact is the element of
design. The element and principles of design are flexible and should be interpreted
within the context of current fashion. A design can be defined as an arrangement of
lines, shape, colors, and texture that create a visual image. The principles of design
are the rates that govern how elements are combined. The elements are therefore
the raw materials that must be combined successfully.

Colour

Colour is the first element to which consumers respond, often selecting or
rejecting a garment because of its color. Therefore, designers must consider their
customers and provide colors that are both appealing and flattering. People connect
certain colors with holidays and seasons. They expect to see earth tones in fall
clothing, jewel colors for the holidays, the pastels of flowers in the early spring,
and refreshing white for the summer. All manufacturers include some of these
colors in their lines

Fabric

Next to understanding the needs of the customer and interpreting trends for
them, choosing the fabric suitable for a particular style is one of the most important
aspects of designing. The designer chooses fabrics on the basis of fashion trends,
quality, performance, price, and suitability. Fabrics themselves inspire garment
design. For example, the softness and drivability of jersey might inspire gather in a
dress. Other designers work the other way around, first getting an idea, perhaps
developing it in a sketch, and then finding the appropriate fabric for it. Many firms
build a line or even an entire reputation on one fabric.

Line

After selecting the fabric, the designer must consider the other elements of
good design. In this section, the term line refers to the direction of visual interest in
a garment created by construction details such as seams, pleats, gathers and tucks.
When lines combine, space is enclosed and forms and shapes are defined. Lines
offered a path of vision for the eyes when is wearing an object/outfit. Each kind of
line produces its own special effect. Straight lines and shapes denote force and
strength and have a masculine quality; curved lines are the line of nature; they are
graceful give a feminine effect.

Shapes

It describes the outer dimensions or contour of an object. Through clothing
design, the shape of the human body is often revealed in a natural way, but
sometimes even distorted. Every fashion period, a shape emerges slowly or
evolved suddenly, whatever it is, every period has a specific shape of garment
which once determined can be modified and restyled for variation in design
without changing the basic shape of the garment, it is either flare or tight, circular
or straight.
